Draft Mine
Development Plans

The draft mine development plans show the staged development and rehabilitation of the proposed open cut
mine over Its anticipated 22 year life. These plans detail the active mining and overburden emplacement areas
and have been used to prepare the draft water management plan for the mine. The draft mine development
plans are based on an anticipated maximum production of 2.5 million tonnes per annum reached after several
years of mine development and expansion.
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Current Year

The map shows the site of the bulk

sample and the flint clay void which was
rehabilitated Iin the process of extracting the
sample. Surface facilities related to the bulk
sample operation are also shown.

Year b

A construction period of approximately ﬁ
1-2 years would precede operational mining

activities and would include the construction

of a rail loop, surface facilities and the coal

handling infrastructure. All coal removed

from the site would be transported by train

to the Port of Newcastle. Environmental

management controls and monitoring sites

would also be established prior to the

commencement of mining operations.

The mining operation would commence at
the eastern end of the site from the bulk
sample pit with the overburden being placed
to the north west of the pit. The pit would

be at least 150 metres from the river at

the same elevation. Overburden would be
progressively reshaped and rehabilitated In
conjunction with mine development.

By Year 5, a second pit would be established
at the western end of the site. Overburden
from the western pit would be emplaced to
the south and west of the active mining area.
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
